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Although meningiomas are the most common benign intracranial neoplasm ,an intradiploic variety which presents as an osteolytic variety  is very rare and only a  few cases have been reported.It should be considered as a differential diagnosis of  an osteolytic calvarial lesion.Hence it is a very important topic and hence consider it for publication.
