In this manuscript, we report the results of a cross-sectional study in a population of  school-going Bengali Indian children with delayed menarche and analyzed the influence of various anthropometric and socio-economic factors in them.
We believe that our findings could be of interest to the readers of  Asian Journal of Medical Sciences because the age of menarche and factors regulating it remains a contentious and widely diverse occurrence amongst different populations. Moreover, the influence of BMI and the novel 2D:4D ratio on delayed menarche has been thoroughly evaluated. Our study expounds a possible future role for the 2D: 4D ratio as an innovative non-invasive marker of delayed puberty.
This study is the first of its kind to amalgamate a large number of anthropometric and socio-economic factors that may influence the delayed age of menarche. It brings new and important light in the field of Adolescent Health and we hope that the editorial board and the reviewers will agree on the interest of this study.
