Please find attached a copy of the article Work-Related Stress and Substance Use as 
Risk Factors for Chronic Disease Among Three-Wheel Drivers in Galle, Sri Lanka, 
which we would like to be considered for publication in The International Journal of 
Occupational Health and Safety.  
 
We believe that the paper will be of interest to the readership of the Journal as it presents 
a qualitative design, rationale, and methodology to investigate the chronic disease risk 
factors among professional three-wheel drivers in Galle, Sri Lanka. To date no studies on 
the health concerns of three-wheel drivers have been conducted, despite the important 
role that three-wheel drivers play in public transportation throughout the Asia-Pacific 
region. Thirty-three professional three-wheel drivers participated in individual semi-
structured interviews or focus groups.
